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2.7 Unauthorized Building

Any building or development, requiring a Development Permisson, undertaken without
grant of Development Permission,or undertaken after the Development Permissionhas
lapsed, or, after the DevelopmentPermissionhas been cancelled, revokedor suspended,
shall be deemed to be an Unauthorized Building.

2.7.1 Dealing with Unauthorized Building

If the Canpetent Authority deemsthe congruction of any building to be an Unauthorised
Gonstruction,it may, by a written notice, requirethe personundertaking construction of
the building to stop the same forthwith. If the person carying out such work or doing
such thing is not the owner at the time of giving such notice, such person shall be liable
for carrying out the requisitions of the Competent Authority.

2.8 Procedures for Obtaining, Revising and Revalidating a Development Permission

Use of any building or part of a building, without a Building Use Permissionor in a
manner that does not conform with its Sanctioned Use or after a Building Use Permisgon
has beenrevoked, shall be deemed to be Unauthorized Use of Building.

The Competent Authority may declare the use of any building to be an Unauthorized
Use if it deems the building to be unsafe for habitation or if its use posesa danger to
public health or safety.

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5 PROCEDURE DURING CONSTRUCTION
5.1 Inspection of Construction

5.1.1 Inspectionof Construction at Any Time

All buildingsfor which Development Permisgon is required are subject to inspection by the
GCompetent Authority and the Competent Authority reseves the right to inspect such
buildingsat any time during the Peaiod of Gnstruction without giving prior notice of its
intention to do so. Ownerof the Buldingrunit and/or any person undertaking congruction
shall Permit authorizedofficersof the Competent Authority to enter the Buildin3 unit and
ingpect the building for the purpose of enforcing these Regilations.

5.1.2 Inspectionwhere Development Permssion is Granted

All buildings for which Devdopment Permissiorhas been grantedshal be subjectto
periodic inspedion by the Competent Authority during construction. It shdl be the
responsibiity of the Owner, the Architect on Record or Engineer on Record, and the Clerk
of Workson Record for the building to report commencement, progress at variousstages,
and completion of construction to the Competent Authorty as specified in Regulation No.
5.5.

5.1.3 Inspectionfor Fire Sdety and Protection of Building under Construction

For buildingslistedin Shedule 23, the Chief Fre Officer (GFO)shall carry out inspections
at appropriate intervals,to ensurethat the fire protection requiremerntsand measuresfor
such building under construction are adequate and operationa. CFOshall also saisfy
himself that all elevabrs including fire lifts are duly tested and their test certificates are
submitted to hissatisfadion. If the above work isentrusted to aregstered Fre Praection
Consutant on Record, hisreports shall be countersigned by the ChiefFre Officer.

In case of inadequacy of these Regulations, he shall issue a notice to the owner or
occupier of such building directing him to rectify the shortcomings contraventions within
a specified period. Copiesof all such notices shall be endorsed by the Competent Authority
also.

5.2 Information to be Prominently Displayed on Site

It shall be the responsbility of the Clek of Works on Recordand the Ownerto erect a
noticeboard on the Buildingrunit displaying keyinformation pertainingto the building. The
notice board should be prominently visible, easly reble and should be located next to
the primary access to the pla. The naice board/s should be maintained for the entire
Peiod of Constructionup to issue or grant of BuildingUse Permisgon. Falure to comply
with this Regilation may result in revoation of the Development Permisson. The
information to be displayed is specified in Shedule 11.

5.3 Documents and Drawings to be Maintaideon Site
It shall be the responsibility of the Aerk of Works on Record and the Owner for the

building to keepall the documents and drawings listed in Shedule 12 on the site, at all
times after isauing Notice of Commencement of Constructionto the Competent Authority

available to any authorisedofficer of the CompetentAuthority inspecting the site for the
purpose of enforcing these Regilations.

5.4 Reducing Inconvenience and Ensuring Safety during Construction

5.4.1 Sacking, Storing and Disposal of Building Material

It shdl be the respongbility of the Clerk of Works on Record for the Buildng and the
Owner or Developer to ensurethat no building material, building equipment or building
debris is stacked, stored, left or disposed off outside the Buildigrunit for which
Development Permission has beengranted, on any public street or space.

It shall be the respansihility of the Architect on Reord or Engineer on Record and derk
of Works on Record to convince the Competent Authority of adequacy of additional
barricading and safety measures that shall be taken to ensure public safety and reduce
public inconvenience.

5.4.2 No Damage or Undue Inconvenienceduring Gonstruction

It shall be the responsbility of the Aerk of Works on Reord and the Owner or Developer
to undertake all necessary measuresto ensure that no damageis cawsed to adjoining
propertiesdue to construction. It shall alsobe the resposibility of the Aerk of Works on
Record and the Owner orDeveloper to undertake all necessary measuresto ensurethat no
undueinconvenienceis caused to the public, due to factors such as noise, dust, smell or
vibrations. It shall also be the respmsibility of the Clerk of Works on Reord and the
Owner or Developerto undertake all necessarymeasures to ensurethat traffic is not
disrupted due to congruction.

5.4.3 Lability for Ensuring Sdety during Canstruction

The Owner or Developer and the Clerk of Works on Record shall be responsible for
ensuring that all necessary measures for safety for all are taken on site. Grant of
Devdopment Permissio, grant of Buiding Use Pamissionfor part of a building, or
isuuing of any instructionsto ensurepublic sdety or reduce inconveniencedoes not
render the CompetentAuthority liable for anyinjury, damage or loss whatsoever that
may be caused to any one in or around the area during the Period of Construction.

5.5.1 Notice for Canmencenent of Construction

The Owner and the Architect on Record for the building shall notify the Gompetent
Authority their intention to commence wngruction at least 7 workingdays prior to
commencing construction by filing a Notice of Commencerant of Construction, in the
format prescibed in Form No. 10. Failure to notify the Camnpetent Authority before
commercing constriction mayresultin lapse of the Develgpment Pamission.

A setof detailed working drawings including structural detailsbased on approved building
plans shall be submitted along with the Form. In the cag of individual resdential
buildings up to G+2 on a plot not more than 500 sgmt in size, the Competent Authority
shall not enforce, on requestof the owner/ developer, to submit such details.
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TheNotice of Progressof Construction shall not be necessary in the following cases:
I) Alteration in Building not involving the structural part of the building.
i) Exension of existing residential building on the ground floor up to maximum area of 40

On receipt of the Notice of Progress of Construction from the owner or developer, it shall be
the duty of the Competent Authority, if found necessaxy,check any deviation from the
sanctioned plan and convey decision within 7 days to the owner or developer accordingly for
compliance.

5.5.2 Develgment Permssion may Lapseif Gonstruction Not Commenced on Time

If the Competent Authority is not informed of commencement of work on a proposed
building within twelve months of grant of Development Permissionthe Development
Permsson shall lapse. Appication for revaidation of Devdopment Permission should be
made within twelve months of grant of Devebpment Pemisson. The extended period
shall in no caseexceed three yearsin the aggregate that isfor atotal period of four yeas.
Procedure for obtaininga Revalidated Development Permissions specified in Regilation
No.4.3.

5.5.3 Compeent Authority to be Notified of Progress of Construction

The Owner or Developerand the Architect on Reord or Engineer on Recordshal be
respongble for notifying the Compeent Authority of progressof congruction having
been compleged up to the stages stipulated in Schedule 13. Notice of Progressof
Congruction shall be made in the format prescribed in FormNo. 11 and approved by the
Pasonson Record.

5.6 RISK BASED CHECKS INSPECTIONS

The competent authority shall carryout the cheuk of the development permission
application and the site inspection based on the consequence class specified.

5.6.1 (onsequenceglass.

Any development carried out by the owner or the developer attracts risk during the design
and construction. Risk is defidgin the context of construction stages, as the likelihood of
non-compliance with building regulations and the potential extent of harm to current and
future users of building and the environment associated with -noompliance. The
competent authority can based on the extent carry out inspections based on the
consequences class.

5.6.2 Principles of Risk Categorization

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6 PROCEDURE FOR OBTAINING A BUILDING USE
PERMISSION

6.1 Obtaining Building Use Permission

6.1.1 Notice of Campletion of Constructionand Building Use Permission

The Owner and the Archtect/ Engineeron Recordfor the building shall be responsble
for notifying the Competent Authority of completion of construction and for cetrtifyingthat
the congruction complies with the sanctioned design and specifications. Notice of
Completion of Canstruction and Compliance Certification shal be made in the format
prescribedin FormNo. 12, and shall be accompanied by documents and drawings as
presaibed by the Competent Authority in Schedle 14. The format for submission of
drawings, specifications and documerts is specified in Schedile 5.

Sulsequent to notifying the Competent Authority about the completion of corstruction in
compliance to the regulaions, application for Building Use Pernmisson may be made to
the Competent Authority in the format stipulated in Fam No. 13.

6.1.2 Fees

Building Use Permission Fees shall be determined by the Competent Authority and are listed
in Schedule 158t shall be the responsibility of the Owner to deposit Building Use Permission
Fees withthe Competent Authority along with the Applicationfor Obtaininga Building

Use Permission.

6.1.3 Finallnspection

Following receipt of the Notice of Completion of Construction and Compliance
Certification, the Competent Authority shall undertake final inspecion of construction for
ensuting complianceto sarctioned design, specifications and other aspects of the building
asstatedin Schedle 22. TheGompetent Authorty shall inform the applicant within 21
days of receipt of Notice of Completion of Corstruction.

If, on inspection, the Competent Authority is satisfied that the construction of the building
complies with the sarctioned design and specifications, it shall grant a Buiding Use
Permission.

If the construction is found not to comply with sanctioneddesign and specifications, the
GCompetent Authority shall communicate queries regarding the construction and/or
directions to ensurecompliance to the Ownerand the Archtect on Recod or Engineer on
Record. Failue to comply with directions, as may be issued by the CompetentAuthority,
may resut in revocation of the Devebpment Permission. The Architect on Recad or
Engineeron Reord shall respondto queries and notify the Canpetent Authority of having
undertaken compiant modifications.

6.1.4 Grant/ Refusal of Building Use Permission

Thefinal inspection of the work and communication of the decision about the grantof the
Building Use Permisson shall be made by the concerned Canpetent Authority within
21daysfrom the date of receipt of Notice of Completion of Construction and Compliance
Certification. If the Gompetent Authority is satisfied that the construction of the building
comples with the sarctioned dedgn and spedfications and other requiremens as per
Scledule 22, it shall grant a Building Use Permisgn in the format stipulatedin Fam No.
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14. Reasonsfor grant/refusal of Building Use Permisgon shall be communicated to the
applicant.

In caes where the building constructionis as per regulationsbut the Owner of the
adjoining Building or Chairman/Secretary of the Cooperative Sodety are not giving consent
at the time of Building Use permissia, the Competent Authority may issue permission
after giving opportunity of hearing to the Owner of the adjoining Building or
Charman/Secetary of the Cooperative Society considering the merits and demerits of
individual case.

6.1.5 Perdlties
Penalties for not complying with Regulation No6.1are stipulated in Shedule 16.

6.2 Obtaining Permission to Change Sanctioned Use of Building

6.2.1 Application

6.2.2 Drawings, Secifications and Dowments

6.2.3 Fees

6.2.4 Scruiny of Application

The Competent Authorty shall undertake scrutiny of the Application to Charge
Santioned Useof Buildng. Lack of compliance with Development Regulations and/or
queries pertaining to the application shall be communicaed. Acceganceor rejection of
compliant modifications in the application and respongs to queries shall be
communicated.

6.2.5 Grant/ Refusalof Permssion to ChangeSanctoned Use of Building

A permisgonto Chame Sanctionedse of Buiding shall be issued to the applicant when
the Competent Authority is satisfied that the proposed changeof use of the building
complies with these Regulations. Reasons for rejection of application shall be
communicated.

6.2.6 Perdlties
Penalties for not complying with Regilations No. 6.2 are stipulated in Schelule 16.
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6.3 Authorizing Private Inspector For Inspection

For the purpose of inspecting the construction at differemtggs, the competent authority
may hire the services of the architects/engineers who are registered.

The competent authority shall for each site
visit and the report decide the fees. For this the competent authority shall, for the
subsequent financial year, latest by 15 March ewsgr publish the fees and invite the
applications of architects and engineers who would be willing to work as inspection
architect / engineerOn receipt of the applications, the competent authority shall make a
panel of approved engineer / architect.
The competent authority shall make an contract agreement with all the engineers / architect
included in the panel. The agreement shall include the scope of work, the reporting systems
and the protocols (including penalty clauses, mode of payments and iegm®ystems;
both online and in hard copies) for smooth functioning of inspections.

7.2 Concept of zones
7.2.1 Core Walled City (QW)

Thiszonehas beenexdusiwely identified for promoting conservation of heritage structures
and the urban fabric within the walled city.

7.2.2 Gamtal (GM)

This zone constitutes of gamtals having a traditional, organic character and compact
development. This zone is identified to conserve this traditionataitier.

7.2.3 Gamtal Extension(GME)
This zone acts as a buffer zone for gamtals to allow their natural growth.

7.2.4 Residential Zoneg 1, 2, 3, 4 (R1, R2, R3, R4)
This is the main zone of the Development area covering normally the largest area and
includes residenal, commercial and mixed land uses as per permissible uses and intended
for a low to moderate to high density.

7.2.5 Residential Renewal zone (R5)

This is an overlay zone consisting of existing dilapidated government houses of sectors within
the Gandhinagar Muicipal Corporation area. It overlies the base Residential Zone 3.
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7.2.6 Resi@ntialtAffordable Housing Zone and UseRAH

This zone is an overlay Zone that permits predominantly residential development for
providing Affordable Housing along with ancillarymeoercial uses

Affordable Housing as a use is permitted in all zones except all types of industrial Zones,
Restricted Zone, Residential 3 and agriculture Zone. It shall also be permitted as a use in all
other categories.

7.2.7 Restricted Zone (RZ)

This zone isntended for a limited residential use and as restricted subject to relevant
regulations.

7.2.8 Commercial Zong 1, 2, 3, 4,5 (C1, C2, C3, C4, C5)

This zone is mainly intended for commercial use and may also include residential and mixed
land uses as per pmissible uses.

Dumping of solid industrial wastes is
permitted subject to N.O.C. and conditions laid down by Pollution Control Board.

7.2.11 Knowledge and Institutional Zong1, 2 (KZ1, KZ2)

This zone is proposed to be developed with large scale educational and institutional facilities
promoting the city as an educational hub supported by some residential and basic
commercial facilities. Under thzone, uses such as small and large schools, colleges, research
institutions, etc are permitted. This zone is also Intended for activities related to I. T. ,
technology and BieTech Park, bitech industries, R & D centre and its allied activities along
with other residential, commercial, entertainment and recreational activities. The zone is also
Intended for activities related to Medical, Centre and its related activities excluding
infectious and contagious diseases & mental hospitals. along with atbsidential,
commercial, entertainment, tourism and recreational activities.

The residential and Commercial use shall also be permitted if the plot is proposed for
development for other than knowledge use.
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7.2.12 Public Purpose Zond (PPZ1)
This Zone is Interadl and demarcated for activities related to public purpose.
7.2.13 Public Purpose Zon& (PPZ2)

This Zone is Intended and demarcated for activities related to public purpose with specified
uses permissible as mentioned.

7.2.14 Recreation zone (REZ)

This zone is primdy meant for green open spaces such as parks and gardens in the city with
minimal development with limited FSI and height.

7.2.15 Parks, Gardens and Open SpacGO (P)

8.5.2 Relaxation in Floor Space Index (FSI)

In case of Buildingnits affected by road widening or construction of new road, the owner
may claim compensation or FSI from the CotepeAuthority for the surrendered land. In
case of FSI, the Competent Authority shall permit the FSI of any suchdltar Building
unit on the basis of the original boundary of the Building Unit. This is subject to conformity
with all other requirenents mentioned in these Regulations as per the new boundary.
Before securing Development Permission on any such Buildhitg, owner shall have to
surrender the affected land.

8.6 Development Work to be in Conformity with the Regulations

All developmentwork shallconformto the Developmen®lanproposalsandthe provisions
made under theseregulaions. If there is a conflict betweenthe requirementsof these
Regulationsand Reguations for Town Planmg Schems, the requirements of these
DevelopmenRegulatimsshallprevailexceptorthefollowing condtions:
